This is a 65-year-old woman, originally from Jamaica, nurse by profession; nurse manager at the VA, Temple. She came to this country in 1978. She does not have any history of smoking or drinking. She was diagnosed with early onset frontal lobe dementia/Alzheimer’s dementia. In the past few weeks, she has lost weight. Her daughter states that she is eating very little. When she eats, she spits the food out. Her appetite is diminished by 50%. She is confused to the point that she no longer is oriented to person, place or time. Her MAC is down by 0.25 cm. She has choking spells, not following command, increased agitation, protein-calorie malnutrition causing pedal edema, but her daughter is quite stout and elevates her leg and keeps that at bay. She is bowel and bladder incontinent and continues to require total help with ADL. The patient is cared for by her daughter Zana who is a teacher by profession, but now is working from home and is the primary caregiver for Ms. Rashidah. The patient remains hospice appropriate, expected to live less than six months and the decline is rather quick and consistent with patients with endstage frontal lobe dementia.
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
