Extremities: Multiple area pressure ulcer right knee hip, buttock ulcer, sacral area ulcer, left thigh, and right shoulder.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, and generalized weakness.

LABS: Reviewed.

ASSESSMENT: The patient has been admitted:
1. Ambulatory dysfunction.

2. Failure-to-thrive.

3. Multiple decubitus ulcer.

4. Sacral decubitus ulcer stage IV.

5. History of CVA.

6. History of cerebral palsy.

7. History of malnutrition.

8. History of GERD.
