HPI: A 95-year-old female with advanced Alzheimer’s disease, which has recently staged, so there is a progression of her cognitive impairment and with it, behavioral issues added level that have not been previously seen. The patient states that she has been accused of being a druggie, which no one has made that accusation. She gets angry if staff come into her room wanting to know why they are there and what they are trying to do, very paranoid and has had yelling episodes at staff with some cursing and then when her daughter Kay who she has spent a lot of time with since her admission has come to try to see if she can help calm her mother down, her mother then began yelling at her as well as cursing at her. Her daughter who is also her POA states that this is behavior that occurred at home and became worse as she developed dementia and it progressed leading to placement. She has refused oral medication ordered to help decrease her anger, agitation and verbal as well as possible physical aggression. It is felt that topical medication is probably going to be the only way we are going to get her to take something, so that behavior can be tempered until she is sent to Geri-Psych.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Dementia with progression that includes aggression verbal and threatening physical. Ativan Intensol 2 mg/mL 1 mL q.6h. routine. We will monitor benefit; if it is helpful even there is a bit of lethargy or sedation, we will simply keep an eye on her until again Geri-Psych is available.
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
