HPI: The patient is seen in room. She was in bed at about 5 o’clock. She was alert and wanted me to talk with her for a few minutes. So, I pulled up a chair beside her. When I asked what her p.o. intake has been, she stated that she ate breakfast and lunch and cleaned her plate and then has a grandson that was to bring her homemade potato soup that she would have for dinner. I looked at her weights and she told me that she was weighed today and it was 124 pounds and I have been told that it was 135 pounds. So, we will recheck that. I talked to her about pharmacy problems. They have I think a Wal-Mart that orders are sent to, but we have not gotten anything in return as far as medications for a week to 10 days. So we are going to take that over and Jim’s Pharmacy will be utilized. The patient is concerned about their 90-day scripts and how that will be handled. I told her we will deal with her when we get there. Overall, the patient was in good spirits, smiled and just tell me how she was doing and says that she feels good overall. So, we will see if she is turning into corner and has motivation to do better.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Pharmacy issues that are resolved by facility staff and med request will be sent to Jim’s Pharmacy and a 90-day supply can go through my office.
2. Weight. If she is 124 pounds, she still is within her about BMI target range. So, no concerns there.
3. General care. SSM Home Health has discontinued the patient from services. She has completed PT and OT and has no skilled nursing need at this time.
