SUBJECTIVE: Family stated that the patient was more short of breath than usual and she just finished the antibiotic and home visiting nurse stated that the patient’s vital signs are mostly stable and her O2 saturation was 96% at room air. She had a chest x-ray, which showed left lower lobe airspace opacity for that she was given antibiotic and she does not have any sputum production, fever, or chills.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, double vision, chest pain, nausea, vomiting, nausea, vomiting, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE: Deferred since this is telehealth audio visit.
ASSESSMENT: Recent pneumonia.
PLAN: Followup chest x-ray two views at the hospital or home.

O2 saturation to be checked everyday and as needed and keep a logbook.

Check the vital signs daily and as needed and keep a logbook.

Return to clinic in 5 to 10 days or early if it is needed. Nurse is also advised that the patient should go to emergency room if the condition worsens.
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
