SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he was having cough for past two days then he started more coughing and situation got worse. The patient then had a COVID test done at the hospital it was PCR and was positive. The patient had started symptoms two days ago. At this time, the patient’s fever is less than 100 and he is quarantined at home and he stated that his daughter was also COVID positive last week.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, sputum production, nausea, vomiting, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
Objective is deferred since this is a televisit.

ASSESSMENT: COVID infection.

PLAN: Quarantine for five days.
Paxlovid three tablets twice a day #30 for five days.

Complete rest at home.

Continue all the medications.
Return to clinic after 7 to 10 days.

The patient is advised to follow CDC protocol for COVID-19 infection.
