CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right lower eyelid puffiness.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his daughter and she has noticed this puffiness for past two to three weeks, it is not painful, sometimes it gets more than usual. There is no problem with eyes. His vision is unremarkable. He had an eye examination three or four months ago, which was unremarkable. Also daughter stated that the patient required supervision at home with a history of dementia and he had an incident three weeks ago when he passed out and daughter was there to call the paramedics and he was taken to the emergency room and was released and daughter stating that the County Health Department wants to reduce the hours of taking care of the patient and she is very concerned that the patient’s health may be in danger and I had a long discussion with the patient and his daughter this record and then the patient needs approximately 40 hours a week supervision by his daughter.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, blurry vision, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for dementia and he is on donepezil 10 mg one tablet a day.
The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he had a recent blood test reviewed with the patient and his daughter and his LDL cholesterol is elevated and the patient is advised to reduce fat intake and start doing exercise and daughter is going to help same with that.
The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on metoprolol 25 mg one tablet a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of urinary incontinence and he is on oxybutynin 5 mg once a day. Recently his dose was increased to 5 mg and he feels better now.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his daughter and she does supervision for him 40 hours a week. The patient is a widower and he does not work. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or bruits.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
HEENT: Examination reveals soft lump below the right lower eyelid and left eye is unremarkable.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
