CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with painful mouth ulcer after using toothbrush.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that toothbrush hit her lower part of the gum five or six days ago and since then it is painful upon eating as well as the lymph gland in the neck is mildly tender and painful. The patient is able to swallow. There is no difficulty breathing.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals 2 to 3 mm size ulcer in the lower part of the gum anteriorly in the lower jaw and there is no discharge or bleeding; however, it is tendon and also there is minimal tenderness in the lymph glands front part of the chin. There is no stridor or significant lymph node enlargement.

NECK: Supple.

HEART: Within normal limits.

LUNGS: Within normal limits.
