A 61-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of COPD. He complains of pain. He has had a history of fall in the past and has had rib pain which is improving. He complains of shortness of breath with decreased activity. He has swelling in his right leg especially greater than left side with history of right-sided heart failure. No sign of redness, heat, or DVT present. His weight is okay. His appetite has been okay. His O2 sat is 88% on room air. He has nebulizer and oxygen available to him, but he refuses to use them. He believes that the Trelegy has made a huge difference in his life and, despite being short of breath, he just wants to use his Trelegy and no other inhalers. He has air hunger, anxiety, tachycardia, cor pulmonale, and difficulty with weakness. He has had confusion because of hypoperfusion as well. He eats very slowly because he has a tendency to choke which is consistent with aspiration pneumonia. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
His KPS score is 40%. He has ADL dependency and episodes of bowel and bladder incontinence. He does wear an adult diaper. His weight initially was at 200 pounds which is down to 135 pounds with significant weight loss, but has been stable in the past four to six weeks.
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
