A 73-year-old gentleman who is currently on hospice with COPD. The patient is very short of breath, very weak. He has an O2 sat of 85% on room air. He has been sick for the past few days. He has not had any discolored sputum, but has been out of his prednisone which he takes on regular basis which definitely is contributing to his increased shortness of breath. He has pulled a muscle in his leg. He complains of leg pain. He appears quite ill. He has severe muscle weakness, decreased appetite. His KPS is at 30% now, which is a drop from 40%; has total ADL dependency, wears a diaper, spending 16-18 hours in bed. He has tachycardia with a heart rate of 135, cor pulmonale, pulmonary hypertension and pedal edema and protein-calorie malnutrition related to his endstage COPD. He also needs increased pain medication and medication for anxiety which is definitely related to his endstage COPD. He has taken a huge turn for worse with severe weakness and the fact that he is in bed now all the time and the diminished KPS with significant weight loss and protein-calorie malnutrition. Given the natural progression of his disease, he definitely has less than six months to live. My findings today were communicated with the DON and subsequent medical director for medications for pain and anxiety.
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
