CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 53-year-old female complained of chest pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 53-year-old female who reports an episode of chest pain left-sided. Pain was persistent, intense and radiated to the back and left arm. She was seen at the emergency room and subsequently discharged. She had a second episode of chest pain lasting approximately three to four hours. Pain was associated with shortness of breath. She further reports chest pain which is worse with deep breathing.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Diabetes.

2. Hypercholesterolemia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy in 2012.
MEDICATIONS: Januvia 50 mg one daily, atorvastatin 40 mg one daily, vitamin D3 one daily, meloxicam 7.5 mg p.r.n., and Tylenol 500 mg.

ALLERGIES: CEFOTETAN.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died with diabetes and chronic kidney disease. A brother has diabetes. The second brother has heart problem. A sister has diabetes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She notes rare alcohol use, but denies cigarette smoking or drug use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Vascular: The patient reports left leg/calf pain which occurred approximately one month prior to her chest pain.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 124/80, pulse 82, respiratory rate 16, and weight 139.2 pounds.

The physical examination is otherwise unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 77 beats per minute. There are T-wave changes in the inferior leads. Leftward axis is noted.
IMPRESSION: A 53-year-old female with chest pain, dyspnea on exertion, and history of leg pain prior to her chest pain. Her chest pain is somewhat atypical for ischemia, but is suggestive of musculoskeletal pain versus dissection versus pulmonary embolism.
PLAN: We will obtain CT angio, rule out PE, rule out dissection, rule out coronary artery disease. CBC, Chem-20, hemoglobin A1c, and lipid panel have been ordered. Echo is pending.
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
