Mr. Smith is a 66-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 1994. He also has a history of coronary artery disease status post triple bypass surgery, anxiety, depression, GERD, hypertension, and hyperlipidemia. He also has a history of IBS and sleep apnea. For his diabetes, he is on the Tandem insulin pump using the Dexcom G6 sensor. His insulin pump is set to go on automatic mode. He also takes metformin 1000 mg twice a day. He denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 6.9%. I am going to recommend continuing the insulin pump using the automated setting; he is on the Tandem insulin pump. I have re-sent his prescriptions for the t:slim cartridges and infusion sets. Continue metformin 1000 mg twice a day.

2. The patient checks his blood glucose four times per day. He is on the insulin pump. He makes frequent dose adjustments to his insulin therapy based on blood glucose monitoring. I will upgrade him to the Dexcom G7; he is currently on the G6.

3. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For his hyperlipidemia, check a current lipid panel.

5. For his GERD, he is on omeprazole 20 mg daily.

6. For his coronary artery disease, he is status post coronary artery bypass surgery. Recommend following up with the cardiologist.

7. For his sleep apnea, continue to monitor.

8. Followup with primary care provider.
