Mr. Orsi is a 35-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type I diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type I diabetes at the age of 10. He also has a history of neuropathy, hypertension, and chronic kidney disease followed by Dr. Zeledon. He also had a left BKA in 2017 and a right foot Charcot foot. He also had right hand osteomyelitis in 2021 and 2022 with parts of his digits missing. His last hemoglobin A1c was 7.7%. He uses a Tandem insulin pump with a Dexcom continuous glucose monitor. He gets his supplies from Advanced Diabetes.

Plan:

1. For his type I diabetes, we will continue the Tandem insulin pump using NovoLog insulin with a basal rare at midnight 1.1 units an hour, 7 a.m. 1.4 units an hour, and 10 p.m. 1.1 units an hour for a total basal dose of 30.4 units of basal insulin per day. We will recommend 1 unit for every 8 g of carbohydrates with meals plus 1 unit for every 30 mg/dL glucose greater than 110 for correction.

2. The patient is on the Dexcom G6 sensor and we will send his supplies to Advanced Diabetes.

3. I will also refer him to the Tandem insulin pump educator to see if he is eligible for the new Mobi pump.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in his management.
