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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 76-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIA-A1. The patient has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, type II diabetes and the aging process that could give some nephrosclerosis that could explain for the findings.

2. Diabetes mellitus that is under control.

3. History of arterial hypertension, which has been under control. The blood pressure reading today 133/75.

4. The patient was admitted to the hospital with right flank pain that to me is related to lumbar spasm that I was able to detect. The abdominal CT scan showing some decreased, tapered down diameter of the common duct, probably is not playing any role in this. There is no evidence of obstruction. The liver function tests were reported negative and there is no elevation of the bilirubin. The patient is recommended to take local measures there, massage it, but most importantly either going to the chiropractor or change the surface where she sleeps on to a firmer one. The patient is going to be reevaluated in six months with laboratory workup.

We invested 10 minutes reviewing admission to the hospital and the lab, in the face-to-face 15 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
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
