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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 63-year-old white male that has been followed in the practice because of the presence of chronic kidney disease that has been CKD II. The laboratory workup remains very stable. On 10/27/2023, the patient had a serum creatinine of 1.2 with an estimated GFR of 67 without evidence of proteinuria.

2. The patient has remained in the same body weight 157 pounds that was a concern because he was losing weight before.

3. Erythrocytosis that condition has been unchanged.

4. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The latest blood pressure reading 105/61.

5. Gastroesophageal reflux disease controlled with famotidine.

6. Bronchial asthma without any exacerbation.

7. According to the history, the patient was involved in multiple vehicle accidents and he had a whiplash and he is under investigation for the pain that he has in the cervical part posterior aspect. We will reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
