Patient is alert and awake, in no obvious distress. Vital signs as per chart.

HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple, no lymphadenopathy, no thyromegaly.

CARDIOVASCULAR: S1-S2 heard, no murmur.

LUNGS: Normal percussion note, vesicular breath sounds. No crackles or wheezes.

ABDOMEN: Soft, no tenderness, no organomegaly, no masses palpable.

EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema, positive peripheral pulses.
A:
Hypertension, hyperlipidemia, atrial fibrillation, chronic protein calorie malnutrition, anemia, and decubitus ulcer.

P:
The patient was seen and examined. Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely. Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting. The patient’s urinalysis is abnormal because of his indwelling Foley catheter but he does not seem to have urinary tract infection and it is colonization with MRSA. We will continue to monitor it.
