Dear Dr. Ferguson:

This is a followup for Mr. Huhn with left-sided nephrectomy, chronic kidney disease, hypertension, anemia, secondary hyperparathyroidism, prior renal cancer without recurrence.  Last visit in July.  No hospital visit.  I did an extensive review of systems being negative.  He feels well.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the losartan, beta-blockers, and Norvasc.

Physical Examination:  Present weight stable 191, blood pressure at home 140s/70s, today 146/48.  Alert and oriented x3.  Respiratory and cardiovascular no abnormalities.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema or neurological deficits.

Labs:  Chemistries creatinine 2.2 which is baseline, mild anemia 12.6, and chronic low platelets probably worse 88.  No active bleeding.  Normal white blood cells.  Normal neutrophils and lymphocytes.  Electrolytes and acid base normal.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.  Present GFR 30 stage III to IV.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Left-sided nephrectomy, renal cancer, no recurrence.
2. CKD stage III to IV stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.
3. Chronic thrombocytopenia, question a change, monitor.  No active bleeding.  This is not related to kidney disease.
4. Present blood pressure well controlled.
5. Anemia, no external bleeding, EPO for hemoglobin less than 10.  Other chemistries associated to kidney disease stable.  Come back in the next seven months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
