CC: Ongoing behavioral issues.

HPI: An 80-year-old female with severe Alzheimer’s disease and BPSD in the form of perseveration, delusional thinking and continual need for direct staff attention. The patient had been in bed and then came out into the day area of MC and was talking about needing to find her parents and then needing to find the family diamond earrings that she had lost and it just went on and on and she was upset, but there is no redirecting her that her parents are not alive, she has not had diamond earrings since she has been here because she just becomes overwhelmed with that information. The patient goes to meals. She will talk most of the time. Her p.o. intake is less than 50% despite redirection to eat or drink. She will go to bed as directed when it is time and within 15 minutes, she is in her pajamas out in the day area asking nonsensical questions and perseverating. She has had no falls and generally will take her medication with effort. 
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Behavioral issues continue in the patient with severe Alzheimer’s dementia. ABH gel at h.s. will be increased to 1 mL routine and then the ABH gel at 1 mL will be added at q.4h. p.r.n. Seroquel 25 mg can be given b.i.d. p.r.n. for persistent agitation, nonsensical stories, and refusing bed.
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
