CC: Lab review.
HPI: A 75-year-old female with DM II on monotherapy with alogliptin 6.25 mg tablet q. MWF and Saturday. Quarterly A1c is 5.7 and this is slightly up from the 5.4 of 09/20/24, where she was on alogliptin 6.25 mg q.d. In speaking to the patient, by talking to staff, she has had no increased urinary incontinence or urinary output. Her PO intake is stable reflected in a stable weight and no noted increase in thirst. The patient is generally seen by herself propelling herself throughout the hallways. She is quiet, keeps to herself, will make eye contact with people and when spoken to, she is pleasant, but she does not initiate contact. Staff report that she is cooperative to care including taking medications, showering, etc.
DIAGNOSIS: DM II on monotherapy one tablet four days weekly of alogliptin 6.25 mg and there has only been a slight increase in her A1c from 5.4 to 5.7, going from seven days of treatment to four days of treatment.

PLAN: I am going to stop the alogliptin and we will do a three-month quarterly check and see where she is at. Her target range for her age is 7 to 7.5.
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
