NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. Very dry skin lower extremities but no significant edema or erythema.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Hypertension.

2. Opioid use disorder.

3. Medication refill.

4. Chronic peripheral edema.
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PLAN: In the clinic today, we did labs. Labs include CBC, CMP, lipids, A1c, TSH, T3, T4, and vitamin D.

PMP AWARxE was reviewed. Data from PMP AWARxE does not support drug seeking behavior or medication diversion.

Urine drug screen was done in the clinic today. Drug screen was positive for Suboxone. All other unauthorized substances were negative. Medications were refilled as follows:

Irbesartan/hydrochlorothiazide 300/12.5 mg one p.o daily for 90 days, #90.

Suboxone 8/2 mg SL film one p.o daily for 30 days, #30.
