HISTORY & PHYSICAL

CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is referred for evaluation of dizziness.
HPI: He reports episodes of dizziness on approximately 12/03/2023. He was subsequently seen at Alta Bates Medical Center. Workup was negative. He has had ongoing dizziness which especially occurs in the morning. He denies any symptoms of chest pain, orthopnea, or PND.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypercholesterolemia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

MEDICATIONS: Atorvastatin 40 mg one daily.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother had hypertension.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He reports prior history of cigarette smoking and alcohol use, but denies drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

Constitutional: He has had weight gain.
Eyes: He wears glasses.

Genitourinary: He has dysuria.

Neurologic: As per HPI, he has dizziness.

Psychiatric: He has nervousness.

Remainder of the review of systems is unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 134/83, pulse 77, respiratory rate 20, height 69”, and weight 194.1 pounds.

Examination is otherwise unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: ECG performed on 01/02/2024, reveled sinus rhythm of 67 bpm. There is evidence of first-degree AV block with PR interval of 242 ms. He has incomplete right bundle-branch block.
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IMPRESSION:

1. Dizziness.

2. Hypercholesterolemia.

3. Borderline abnormal EKG.

1. We will obtain Zio Patch.

2. Echocardiogram.

3. Tilt table test.

4. Follow up in four weeks.
