HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 15-year-old female patient here comes in with cough that is the only complaint she has. She did see another provider four days ago. She was tested for the flu, it was negative. She was also put on azithromycin, Ventolin inhaler and prednisone four pills one pill each day. She still continues with the cough. Her grandmother is here today to follow up on the cough. No fever. No flu-like symptoms. No change in her voiding or bowel movements. She feels otherwise well.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma. She does use a Ventolin inhaler as needed.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: As above.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for drugs, alcohol or smoking.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 105/62. Pulse 79. Respirations 18. Temperature 97.5. Oxygenation 96%.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: No tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area: All within normal limits.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

Grossly unremarkable examination.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Cough. The patient will receive a Medrol Dosepak to be taken as directed and Alahist DM one teaspoon q.4h. as needed for cough #180 mL. She is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms and return to clinic if not improved.
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
