CHIEF COMPLAINT: Diarrhea.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 67-year-old woman who has had nausea and vomiting at first, then diarrhea since beginning of New Year. The patient’s husband made pork and she thinks that is how she got sick. She has had no blood in the diarrhea, but the diarrhea is continuous. She has had five or six stools just yesterday. Every time she eats, she starts having abdominal cramps, but has had no vomiting.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Migraine, anxiety, hypertension, depression, and hypothyroidism.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendectomy and cholecystectomy.
MEDICATIONS: Atenolol, Celexa, and levothyroxine.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN and SULFA.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. Lives with her family.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 148 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.3. Respirations 16. Pulse 72. Blood pressure 99/54.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion, but dry.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2, not tachycardic.
ABDOMEN: Tender, but no rebound. No rigidity.
SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. She definitely is volume depleted.

2. Push fluids.

3. Nothing by mouth as far as food except broth and water.

4. Bentyl for abdominal cramps.
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5. Rocephin 1 g now.

6. Cipro and Flagyl for the next seven days.

7. No alcohol with Flagyl.

8. Call tomorrow regarding how she is doing.

9. Obtain stool for O&P and C&S.

10. She is heading to Mexico. It is important for her to get better.

11. If she gets worse, she will go to the emergency room.

12. I spoke to Patty, her daughter that works for us and will let us know if anything changes.
