HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 5-year-old young man here today with complaints of right-sided earache and cough. He has had this ongoing now off and on for three weeks. He is here for evaluation today. Mother states that there are no flu-type symptoms. No high fevers; actually, no fevers at all. There are no GI issues. No stomachache. He has normal bowel movements and voiding habit.

Symptoms are better with rest and worse on activities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed, no distress.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Right-sided tympanic membrane erythema, very profound. Left side, not to a great extent, but still involvement there with erythema. Oropharyngeal area within normal limits.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Otitis media right-sided predominant.

2. The patient will receive amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL, 8 mL p.o. b.i.d. 10 days.
3. Cough. Alahist DM 4 mL p.o. four times daily p.r.n. cough #120 mL.

4. He’ is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms, and return to clinic if needed.
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
