CARDIOLOGY CONSULTATION

CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 71-year-old male with shortness of breath.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 71-year-old male who reports having been hospitalized with epigastric pain and shortness of breath. He underwent EGD which revealed benign peptic ulcer disease and H. pylori. He was further advised to have echo and exercise treadmill testing. The patient now presents for evaluation. He reports shortness of breath which is worsened with exertion, but denies chest pain. 
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. DJD.

3. Peptic ulcer disease.

4. Left shoulder injury.

5. Hypoxia.

6. COVID-19 in 2020.

7. Hyperlipidemia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: EGD.
MEDICATIONS: Atorvastatin 40 mg once daily, losartan potassium one daily, metoprolol tartrate b.i.d., and amlodipine unknown dose.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies. 
FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of myocardial infarction.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He has distant history of cigarette smoking, but none in 30 years. No alcohol in 15 years. He denies drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: No weight gain or loss.

Musculoskeletal: He has left shoulder pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.
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Vital Signs: Blood pressure 165/86, pulse 71, respiratory rate 20, height 65”, and weight 176 pounds.

Exam otherwise unremarkable except for left shoulder which reveals tenderness on abduction. 
DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 63 beats per minute and otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION:
1. History of hypoxemia.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Left shoulder pain.

PLAN:
1. Echocardiogram.

2. Stress test.

3. Consider changes to blood pressure medication. However, will need to review dosing prior to adjustment.
