Dear Dr. Gaffney:
This is a followup visit for Mr. Dolan with stage IIIA chronic kidney disease, hypertension and seizure disorder.  His last visit was January 8, 2024.  He usually comes for annual visits because labs have been stable and he generally has labs checked about every six months.  He has gained about 13 pounds over the last year and he has had a lot of dental problems, a tooth broke while he was at a holiday celebration and he may need some extractions versus root canals he believes.  He was on antibiotics just for a short time after the tooth broke, but he is not on any oral antibiotics now.  He denies nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No dyspnea, cough or sputum production.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.  No edema.
Medications:  I want to highlight the metoprolol 25 mg daily, for the seizure disorder he is on Dilantin, I also want to highlight lisinopril 10 mg daily and Flomax 0.4 mg daily and other medications are unchanged from his previous visit.
Physical Examination:  Weight 283.2, pulse is 58 and blood pressure right arm sitting large adult cuff was 142/62.  Neck is supple without jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear.  Heart is regular.  Abdomen is soft and nontender without ascites.  No peripheral edema.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done 12/19/2024; creatinine is improved at 1.27 and estimated GFR is 60.  Electrolytes are normal.  Calcium 9.9 and albumin 4.7.  Liver enzymes are also normal.  Ferritin level elevated at 479.5, white count is 4.0 and hemoglobin is 11.3.  Platelets are normal.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIA chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  We would like him to continue to have labs every six months and we fax the lab order to your office as he would like to have them done through your office.
2. Hypertension currently near to goal.  We would not make any medication changes today and it is very near to goal.  He should continue to try to avoid salt intake, which he does have trouble with and he will have a followup visit with this practice in 12 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
