Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a followup for Mr. Martinez who has chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in July.  Antibodies to hepatitis C, but viral load is negative and no chronic liver disease.  Chronic back pain and insomnia.  Does not smoke or drink alcohol.  Extensive review of systems otherwise is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the beta-blockers as the only blood pressure medicine on cholesterol treatment.  No antiinflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 201 stable and blood pressure by nurse 140/72.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites, edema or neurological deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries review; creatinine 1.4, which is baseline representing a GFR 53 stage III.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  No progression.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No anemia.  No need for EPO treatment.  All chemistries are stable.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
