Dear Dr. Sarvepalli:

This is a followup for Mary with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Comes accompanied with brother.  She is a resident on Masonic for dementia.  Last visit in July.  No hospital visits.  Limited activity from knee arthritis.  Chronic bad dreams and hallucinations.  Extensive review of system being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Medications for dementia, diabetes and antipsychotics on thyroid replacement.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 168 and blood pressure by nurse 137/96.  Very pleasant.  Normal speech.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular no abnormalities.  No abdominal distention or tenderness.  No edema.  No involuntary movement, no rigidity.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries October; creatinine 1.46, which is baseline, anemia 11.7, GFR 36 stage IIIB.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal albumin, calcium and liver testing.  Recent TSH suppressed.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable.  No progress.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Anemia does not require EPO treatment.  Stable electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  TSH suppressed.  We called back to Masonic for doctor to review dose replacement and consider adjustment of medication.  Continue management of dementia and psychiatry disorder.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
