The patient is seen today for followup of her coronary artery disease, behavior disturbance, left leg ulcer and the wound that has been significantly recovered, and history of asthma/COPD. Today, when I saw the patient, she has no cough. No congestion. No fever. No chills.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is 76-year-old female with history of CAD status post PCI and coronary artery in June 2022, and asthma/COPD homeless. She was admitted with left leg wound with cellulitis treated. The patient has cognitive impairment and also behavior disturbance. She is being managed and overall doing well at this point. Today, no headache. No dizziness. No cough. No congestion.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 500 mg two tablets every eight hours, aspirin 81 mg daily, Seroquel 25 mg at bedtime, Lipitor 40 mg daily, albuterol inhaler two puffs q.4h. p.r.n. for shortness of breath.
ASSESSMENT:

1. Coronary artery disease status post stent placement.

2. Asthma/COPD maintained on inhaler for CAD. She is on statin and aspirin.

3. For behavior disturbance, she is maintained on Seroquel.

PLAN: Care plan discussed with patient and the nursing staff. No other acute issues reported today. She is on Tylenol p.r.n. for pain and tolerating well. Left leg wound has been healed. Care plan discussed with patient and the nursing staff. Time spent 30 minutes.
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
