SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today at followup in subacute rehab. The patient was recently diagnosed with COVID-19 infection. He was maintained on isolation protocol and treated with antiviral therapy and molnupiravir. He also has bronchitis, cough, and congestion. He was given Zithromax and he is doing well. Today, when I saw him, he has no headache. No dizziness. Cough is much better. No fever.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

1. Seizure disorder.

2. History of left leg DVT.

3. Cognitive impairment.

4. Wernicke's encephalopathy.

5. History of alcohol abuse.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: The patient is on DuoNeb treatment every eight-hour p.r.n. for shortness of breath. He has a recent Doppler done that showed DVT. Lower extremity started on Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d. that will be maintained, Zithromax 500 mg daily to complete five days course for acute bronchitis, molnupiravir capsule 200 mg four capsule by mouth every12-hours to continue until 01/09/2024, Mucinex 600 mg b.i.d., Lasix 20 mg daily, Keppra 750 mg twice a day, Tylenol 650 mg q.6h p.r.n., folic acid 1 mg daily, thiamine 100 mg daily, metoprolol XL 20 mg daily, omeprazole 20 mg daily, gabapentin 100 mg two capsule three times a day, Entresto 24/26 mg one tablet b.i.d., Biktarvy one tablet daily for HIV disease, and Lacosamide 200 mg b.i.d. for seizure disorder. The patient is doing well. He is improving clinically from the COVID.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. He is alert.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 140/90, pulse 88, temperature 97.8, respiration 18, pulse ox 96%, and body weight 219 pounds.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Bilateral rhonchi at the bases. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.
