FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

This 80-year-old gentleman with history of hypertension and BPH evaluated because of increased blood pressure and signs of TIA. His blood pressure was 170/95. He had been on medication before, but he quit taking it.

He is also slightly confused at the time of evaluation. He has received all workup including blood work in the past. I have discussed this with his nurse and we are having a phlebotomist come to the house to check his blood work. He was told at one time he had a high PSA, but he is not interested in workup.

During the evaluation, he was started on lisinopril 20 mg once a day and Flomax 0.4 mg once a day. We will evaluate the patient’s blood pressure with the current medication. Also, his mentation is in question because he is becoming more and more confused with symptoms most likely TIA.

We will check PSA and blood work; if the patient allows that to take place, we will have someone draw his blood next week and we will reevaluate the patient at that time regarding any further treatment.
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
