Dear Dr. Boyk:

This is a followup for Mr. Rodriguez with chronic kidney disease from obstructive uropathy, enlargement of the prostate status post laser treatment successful.  Last visit in July.  Good urine output.  No cloudiness, blood or infection.  No abdominal or back discomfort.  No fever.  No nausea, vomiting, or bowel problems.  Some skin rash sounds like seborrheic dermatitis treated with topical medications.  He walks five miles a day as part of work or more.  No claudication.  Has a pacemaker.  No chest pain, palpitation or syncope.  No dyspnea.  Review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I will highlight treatment of high potassium bicarbonate replacement, remains on Flomax, blood pressure lisinopril and HCTZ.

Physical Examination:  Today weight 228, blood pressure 140/52.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular, no abnormalities.  He has pacemaker on the left upper chest.  No abdominal tenderness.  No gross edema or neurological problems.

Labs:  Chemistries from January, creatinine 2.14, which is baseline for a GFR 34 stage IIIB.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Bicarbonate on replacement.  Normal albumin, calcium, and phosphorus.  No anemia.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IIIB.
2. Prior enlargement of the prostate causing urinary retention, obstructive uropathy resolved, laser treatment.
3. Elevated potassium on treatment, well controlled.
4. Metabolic acidosis on treatment, well controlled.
5. Blood pressure acceptable.
6. There has been no need for EPO treatment.
7. There has been no need for phosphorus binders.  Nutrition and calcium are normal.
8. Complete heart block pacemaker.  No symptoms of uremia, volume overload or pericarditis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
