Dear Dr. Kozlovski:

This is a followup for Mrs. Cherine with problems of low potassium on replacement.  Last visit in July.  She was evaluated for vertigo.  MRI of the brain was done, incidental pituitary tumor, has seen endocrinologist as far as she can tell me no hormonal abilities too high or too low, it is not causing headaches, double vision or focal neurological problems.  It is my understanding visual field normal.  She is seeing a neurosurgery at Saginaw, they are repeating an MRI based on that they will discuss surgery or not.  Otherwise review of systems is negative.  The prior vertigo has resolved.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I will highlight the anticoagulation Eliquis, diabetes management, the only medication effect blood pressure will be the beta-blocker bisoprolol, on cholesterol treatment.

Physical Examination:  Present weight 152, blood pressure 136/64.  Alert and oriented x3.  Normal eye movements.  Normal speech.  No respiratory distress.  She has decreased hearing.  No neurological deficits.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites or edema.

Labs:  Chemistries in November, normal kidney function, electrolytes and acid base.  Mild anemia 11.6.  Normal B12, low normal iron studies.  Normal calcium, potassium in the low normal, magnesium for some reason was not done in this opportunity.

Assessment and Plan:
1. We are seeing her for low magnesium, unfortunately no level was done, she has been on replacement.  She is not on diuretics.  She is not having diarrhea, clinically not symptomatic make sure blood test includes magnesium next time.
2. Prior diarrhea at the time of exposure to diabetes medicines Mounjaro.
3. Atrial fibrillation, pulmonary emboli anticoagulated.
4. History of B-cell lymphoma with prior chemotherapy cyclophosphamide.
5. Pituitary gland with negative workup, followed by surgeon.  All issues appear to be stable.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
