Dear Sirs at PACE:

This is a followup for Mrs. Hadley who has prior kidney abnormalities, underlying COPD, CHF, hypertension and obesity.  Last visit in June.  She comes in a wheelchair, morbid obesity, her daughter is helping with meals two meals a day.  Denies vomiting or dysphagia, has constipation, no bleeding.  Uses oxygen at night 2 liters.  Edema is stable.  No ulcers.  No falling episode.  Stable dyspnea.  Still smoking.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  She has nasal congestion.  She has peripheral vascular disease, but no at rest claudication.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight cholesterol, inhalers, antiarrhythmics with dofetilide, has been treated for antibiotics bronchitis, remains on Lasix and metoprolol.  No antiinflammatory agents.

Physical Examination:  Morbid obesity 276 wheelchair, has emphysema very severe distant wheezes.  No localized rales.  No consolidation or pleural effusion.  There is arrhythmia probably atrial fibrillation, rate less than 90.  No pericardial rub.  Ventral hernias, abdominal tenderness, but no peritonitis, edema mostly on the right-sided not on the left.  Poor pulses, some discolor of the toes, no gangrene.  Blood pressure 144/90 on the right-sided.
Labs:  Chemistries January, presently normal kidney function.  Mild anemia.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, calcium and phosphorus.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Present kidney function is normal.

2. Morbid obesity, smoker COPD, atrial fibrillation, CHF, chronic edema all stable as indicated above.

3. Blood pressure poorly controlled needs to be checked before we adjust medications.  All issues discussed with the patient.  We will follow peripherally.  Come back in a year.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
