Dear Mrs. Geitman:

This is a followup for Roy who has chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in May.  No hospital visits or emergency room.  Weight is stable.  Good appetite.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Good urination.  No edema or claudication.  No chest pain, palpitation, dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.  He helps family taking care of a granddaughter five years old, keeps him very active.  Review of system is negative.

Medications:  Only medication Claritin-D.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 118/44, weight 151.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular, no abnormalities.  No ascites, distention, tenderness or masses.  No lumbar tenderness.  No edema or neurological problems.
Labs:  Chemistries December, creatinine 1.44 which is baseline for a GFR of 49 stage III with a normal sodium, potassium, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Mild anemia 13.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No indication for dialysis.  No evidence of obstruction or urinary retention.  All chemistries associated to kidney disease are stable.  Does not require any specific change.  Plan to see him back in the next 6 to 9 months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
