HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Ms. Mueller is a 42-year-old woman who comes in today with frequent urination and symptoms of urinary tract infection. She had a hysterectomy on 09/16/2024; since then, she has had at least two urinary tract infections.

She is no stranger to urinary tract infection. She has seen a urologist in the past. She was given a bladder sling to help her over 10 years ago. She feels like maybe the bladder sling is not working. We talked about double voiding, we talked about emptying her bladder after sex and we talked about showers versus bathtubs.

She has a urologist. She has done a voiding cystogram and multiple other modalities in the past to better evaluate the cause of her urinary tract infection in the past.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Depression and anxiety.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy, cholecystectomy and bladder sling.
MEDICATIONS: Trazodone 50 mg at bedtime, Auvelity combination dextromethorphan and Wellbutrin one a day and Pristiq 100 mg a day.

COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
MAINTENANCE EXAM: The patient needs a mammogram. Colonoscopy is not time.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy on 09/16/2024. Minimal ETOH. Minimal smoking. She is a mammogram tech. She is married. She has two kids. They have been married 16 years.
FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for thyroid cancer. Mother has history of thyroid cancer.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Check blood work.

2. Call the patient with the results.

3. Today, meanwhile, we looked at her bladder, which was within normal limits.

4. Kidneys, liver, and spleen are normal.

5. Carotid ultrasound within normal limits.

6. Leg pain and arm pain, shows no DVT or PVD.

7. Family history of thyroid cancer prompted us to look at her thyroid. There was no evidence of nodularity.

8. Reevaluate the patient in the next two weeks.

9. Send urine for culture and sensitivity.
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
