SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie is a 65-year-old married Caucasian male who has been in treatment for schizoaffective disorder and has been doing stable on medication. About a month ago, he was admitted to the hospital for his removal of the blood clot. Currently, he is on blood thinner. He described the medication has been working and has been compliant with the medications and listen to his wife and does not have any conflict in relationship. I appreciate his understanding and improvement. The patient is on Depakote 500 mg at bedtime, also on Seroquel 400 mg in the morning and 100 mg b.i.d. Risks, benefits and side effects explained. There was no involuntary movement or any symptoms of acathisia, restlessness, or tremor. The patient was educated about the medications and also encouraged that Seroquel and Depakote may increase his weight. So, he is to work on the diet and weight. Second thing also it can cause hypertension and hyperlipidemia for which he has to monitor his behavior and intake of his food and physical activity to which he is agreed. I had sent a prescription for 30 days and we will see him again in four weeks.
