SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen at the rehab for recent bronchitis that was treated and significantly improved and cough has resolved. The patient also has pulmonary hypertension, peripheral vascular disease status post right fem-pop bypass, diabetes, depression, history of cognitive impairment, and CVA with hemiparesis.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache. No dizziness.

Pulmonary: No cough has significantly improved.

Cardiac: No chest pain.

GI: No vomiting.

Musculoskeletal: No pain.

Genitourinary: No hematuria.

Neuro: No syncope.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. He is alert, cooperative, and sitting in the wheelchair.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 140/70, pulse 72, temperature 97.8, respiration 18, and pulse ox 98%.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No leg edema. No calf tenderness.

Neuro: Left-sided weakness.

LABS: Reviewed by me.

ASSESSMENT:

1. CVA with left side weakness.

2. Pulmonary hypertension.

3. Recent acute bronchitis improved.

4. History of COPD.

5. Hypertension.

6. History of prostatic hypertrophy.
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PLAN: He is maintained on Flomax 0.4 mg daily will continue. For hypertension, the patient is on Norvasc, metoprolol, and hydralazine currently controlled. For COPD, he has been on inhaler doing well. For CVA, he is maintained on statin and Lipitor 40 mg daily. For COPD, he also maintained on Advair Diskus 250/50 mcg one puff b.i.d. will be continue the same. Docusate 100 mg daily for constipation, Tylenol p.r.n., melatonin for insomnia, calcium tablet for supplement, scopolamine patch he will get every 72-hours for increase secretion, and Xarelto 20 mg daily. The patient has a history of DVT and he has been maintained on anticoagulation for that reason. At this point, we will continue all his current medications. No new order today
