The patient is seen today by me.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 66-year-old gentleman. He was admitted to the hospital and subsequently sent to the subacute rehab because patient has near syncopal episode. He has a known history of hypertension, depression *__________*. The patient was managed in the hospital. Subsequently after stabilization, near syncope workup was done was unremarkable. He also has alcohol use disorder and he was managed for alcohol use disorder and alcoholic ketoacidosis in the hospital. He has AKI that was resolved in the hospital and subsequently he was sent to the subacute rehab. While in the rehab, the patient was maintained on all his medication and extensive physical therapy done. He has been doing fairly well. Social worker and case management also following the patient. He has significantly recovered. He does have a chronic back pain but no acute issue other than that.

DISCHARGE DIAGNOSES:

1. The patient was admitted to the subacute rehab for deconditioning and alcohol use disorder.

2. Poor oral intake resulted in AKI required hospitalization that has improved.

3. Chronic back pain.

4. Near syncope workup was unremarkable.

5. History of insomnia.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Upon discharge, melatonin 10 mg at night, escitalopram 5 mg daily for anxiety and depression, multivitamin one tablet daily, MiraLax 17 g daily for constipation p.r.n., folic acid 1 mg daily, albuterol inhaler two puff q.4h p.r.n., diclofenac gel 1% apply topic for the low back pain, lidocaine patch 4% apply daytime for 12 hours and then take it off, vitamin D 60,000 units weekly condition at the time of discharge stable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: Today when I saw him, he is awake, alert, and cooperative. His vital signs are stable.

Vital Signs: Stable.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.
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Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and oriented x3.
