REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache. No dizziness.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is awake, alert, lying in the bed, and forgetful.

Neuro: The patient is awake, forgetful, and disoriented.

LABS: Reviewed.

ASSESSMENT:

1. CVA.

2. History of colon cancer status post right hemicolectomy.

3. History of prostate cancer status post brachial therapy.

4. History of PE.

5. Hypertension.

6. History of heart failure with reduced ejection fraction.

7. Expressive aphasia.

8. Dysphagia status post G-tube placement.
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PLAN: At this point, his hemoglobin A1c is pretty good. We will continue his current medications. He is on metoprolol 25 mg half tablet b.i.d. via G-tube, ferrous sulfate for iron supplement daily, Tylenol Elixir 20 mL every six hours p.r.n., and MiraLax 17 g daily for constipation. The patient has previous skin tear wound on the right upper abdomen that is resolved much better and skin care wound was followed by the wound team. No other issues reported today by the nursing staff. Currently, the patient diabetes is controlled. The patient has been seen by endocrine at this point no recommendation from the endocrine. We will continue all his current medications. No other acute issues reported today.
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
