MEDICATIONS: Medication reviewed. The patient is on amlodipine 10 mg daily for hypertension, vitamin B1 100 mcg daily, lactulose 30 mL daily, clonidine 0.1 mg daily via G-tube for hypertension, aspirin 81 mg daily, Senokot/docusate two tablet via G-tube twice a day for constipation, Dulcolax suppository p.r.n., Pepcid 20 mg daily, Plavix 75 mg daily, Tylenol extra strength two tablet three times a day via G-tube.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

Demented because patient is not answering any questions.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is awake, lying in the bed and does not answer any question.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 122/68, pulse 68, temperature 97.9, respiration 18, pulse ox 98%, and body weight 168.5 pounds.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.
Extremities: No calf tenderness.

Neuro: The patient is confused and disoriented.
