Barbara comes here for evaluation today. She has history of essential thrombocytosis and she has CALR mutation also she had expressed decrease in CD13, CD16 and CD10.

SYMPTOMS: She feels fine. She does not have any symptoms.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 62-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 6 inches tall and weighing 152 pounds.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: We drew the lab last time her platelet count was 777,000 and RDW was slightly elevated at 16.4. At this time, we will also check iron study like last time when it was 94.
