I was asked to see this 70-year-old gentleman, who is currently on hospice with CHF, because of rash; he has tried triamcinolone cream for this rash, but has not helped.
He suffers from congestive heart failure, depression, anxiety, DJD, and chronic pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As above.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: Hydroxyzine, Paxil and Tylenol No. 3.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does smoke. He does not drink. He lives alone. He did have one child, but died years ago.

FAMILY HISTORY: Not known.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Stable.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
SKIN: There is patchy scaly rash over the back, buttocks and abdominal area.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Rash is consistent with psoriasis. No response to low-dose triamcinolone. We will try Decadron 8 mg now along with Temovate cream along with prednisone taper for the next 15 days. The patient is on hospice. He does not qualify for biologics. Otherwise, he might see a dermatologist or a rheumatologist to get started on biologics to completely get rid of the patchy rash, also the pain that he is having in his knees and joints most likely related to psoriatic arthritis as well.
