1. BW, this is a 61-year-old woman with diabetes, hypertension, history of chronic renal failure, comes in with nausea, not feeling well, difficulty using the bathroom. Her creatinine was 5.1. CT of the abdomen negative. White count was 10,000. Chemistry within normal limits except for the creatinine. Blood sugar 388. Dr. A gave the patient a liter of fluid, rechecked the creatinine, it came down from 5.1 to 4.9. In his words, “there is improvement in the renal function.” The patient was subsequently sent home with the diagnosis of constipation, no medications. When I called the patient Monday morning, she was at Memorial Hermann being worked up for renal failure. There was no admission offered and there was no previous BUN and creatinine to compare to the 5.1 creatinine at Texas Emergency.

2. CH, 23-year-old young lady with foot injury. The patient had a negative x-ray. She states that the doctor gave her Motrin and then he said “oh! you are pregnant.” So, she cannot take Motrin. She is upset that the doctor did not even know she was pregnant and the x-ray tech made her sign a waiver before he did the x-ray of her foot and ankle. Apparently, she had a slip and fall at a store nearby. Please consider delaying x-ray in a pregnant woman even with a waiver and a shield if it is not absolutely necessary, but what she is most concerned about is the fact that Dr. A did not know she was pregnant and ordered the x-ray and also ordered Motrin for her and then later on told her not to take it.
3. RR, is a 19-year-old young lady with nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, and stomachache. The patient’s blood work, urinalysis, CBC, chemistry, amylase, lipase, CT of the abdomen, all within normal limits except for fatty liver. No prescription given. The patient was better, appreciated the help.

4. NB, 43-year-old male comes in at 2:00 in the morning after he was assaulted. He had CT of the head, CT of the neck, urinalysis, and tox screen; they were all within normal limits. He was released on Motrin 600 mg. He did not answer the phone. Police was called.

5. EC, this 67-year-old male with a very chronic back pain, was given Toradol, has tramadol at home. Dr. A decided no workup, lab, urinalysis or CT was necessary. The patient did not answer the phone.
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6. HA, is a 70-year-old woman with severe back pain and knee pain. CT scan shows evidence of disc bulges. The patient has had a history of ESI for low back pain in the past, but a CT was done in the emergency room. She was treated with Toradol and sent home with Motrin. Left message for her to call me back.
7. IR, is a 27-year-old female with body ache and fever. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with pharyngitis. Sent home with Amoxil. No answer.

8. KM, is a 19-month-old baby with a slight burn to the left hand, treated with Neosporin. Family was happy with the care, doing well. Burn was tiny, less than 1%.
9. SL, is an 18-year-old with symptoms of UTI, diagnosed with UTI. Urinalysis showed blood. Treated with Cipro, doing well, was happy with the care received.
10. GW, 13-year-old young _______ with his mother, brought in for mental evaluation. CBC, CMP, aspirin, ETOH, Tylenol levels along with UDS were all negative. Diagnosed with adjustment disorder. Referred to mental rehab. No one answered the phone.

11. SB, 46-year-old woman comes in with trouble breathing. Vital signs are stable. Not tachycardic. EKG negative. Cardiac workup negative. Chest x-ray showed left basilar pneumonia. The patient with history of breast cancer. Left basilar infiltrates. The patient with history of breast cancer, chest x-ray never addressed, sent out with costochondritis. No medications were given. When I called the patient, she was having more pain, having trouble lying down. I asked her to come back to the emergency room for reevaluation. I called Dr. Muhammadian to let him know, but the patient did not show up till Tuesday morning and saw Dr. Garza, but not before the ER staff tried to punt her to admission to get a chest x-ray at admission, but I explained to them that she does not have an order, she needs to be seen by the ER doctor. This was discussed with Dr. Garza. Again, chest x-ray was never addressed. History of breast cancer should have played a role to rule out pulmonary embolus. Breast cancer was two years ago by the way.
12. AE, is a 27-year-old female with body ache. Swab test negative. The patient is pregnant. Diagnosed with URI. Treated with Diclegis for nausea and over-the-counter medication for URI symptoms. She did not answer the phone.
13. DH, 41-year-old presents after motor vehicle accident. Positive loss of consciousness. CT of the head negative. CT of the neck negative. X-rays of the knee negative, was seen by the nursing practitioner, treated with Robaxin and Tylenol No. 3 and discharged home. He did not answer the phone.
14. JM, 55-year-old male with low energy, loose stools, and runny nose, on Levaquin and albuterol. Chest x-ray negative. Diagnosed with flu A. Placed on Tamiflu and Tessalon. Seen by nurse practitioner. Happy with the care received. Doing better.
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15. JH, 16-year-old with laceration to the forehead less than 1 cm. Dermabond was applied. Doing well. No problems.

16. JG, 55-year-old comes in with knee pain and back pain. CT of the back shows disc bulges. Toradol was given in the ER. Motrin was given at home. She is actually doing better and was appreciative of the care.

17. RM, is a 48-year-old male involved in a motor vehicle accident, went into a ditch, hit a tree. No loss of consciousness. Blood pressure is slightly elevated. White count 15,000. CT of the abdomen negative. CT of the head negative. CT of the neck negative. Treated with Toradol. Sent home with Motrin. Blood pressure did recover. Left a message for the patient to call back.

18. TC, 56-year-old with right knee pain, treated with Toradol. CT negative. Sent home with Motrin 600 mg.
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
