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1. CR, 5-year-old child with complaints of constipation, presents at midnight, diagnosed with constipation. No blood work. No urinalysis. No instruction. No one answered the phone.

2. YS, 83-year-old woman with cough, congestion, headache, and dizziness. Swab test negative. Chest x-ray negative. Lab not done. The patient is worse now. The family is taking her back to Texas Emergency for evaluation because she is now having abdominal pain which apparently was not noted in the chart on the day of visit. Given the patient’s age, please consider full workup including lab.

3. ER, 7-year-old child with possible allergic reaction. Actually, he has positive strep with what looks like scarlet fever, rash, tachypneic, tachycardic and febrile, treated with azithromycin. Doing better. Family was happy with the care.

4. AG, 19-day-old child with diarrhea. No workup. No medications. No documentation regarding weight gain or weight loss. No documentation regarding change in formula or breast-feeding. Family did not answer the phone regarding the child’s condition now.
5. JC, is a 51-year-old male with kidney pain, stent in place, white count of 14,000, creatinine 2.5, right-sided blockage per CT, transferred to Deerbrook after treated with Toradol, Zofran, and Demerol and more Demerol in the emergency room to control his pain. He also received 1 g of Rocephin, but CT was very impressive regarding the hydronephrosis and the blockage seen. Family did not answer the phone.

6. JR, 6-year-old child with fever, chest pain, and flu A diagnosed. Treated with Tamiflu. Doing better. Family was happy with the care received.

7. SM, is a 43-year-old woman with sore throat, cough, and congestion. Swab test negative. Chest x-ray showed emphysema. She was given a breathing treatment, a dose of prednisone. She was sent home with prednisone taper, not available to speak regarding her condition at this time.

8. MP, is a 28-year-old with toothache. Given Toradol and Motrin 800 mg, already been to the dentist. No antibiotics were given. Consider antibiotics in any type of dental pain.
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9. RB, 87-year-old male with low blood pressure, on hospice, with history of sepsis. Blood pressure was actually 180/79. Pulse was 70. Oxygen 98%. Diagnosed with UTI. No evidence of antibiotics given. Urinalysis showed UTI, but nothing was documented as far as the antibiotic was given and the phone number that was left was a bad number. No blood work was done most likely because the patient is on hospice.

10. GH, is a 64-year-old female with knee pain and leg pain. X-ray negative. Left message. Sent home with Motrin 800 mg.

11. BR, is a 76-year-old woman with chest pain, shortness of breath, and history of hypertension. Swab test, BMP, D-dimer, chemistry, CPK, troponin, and EKG negative. Chest x-ray showed mild congestion. Cardiology was not called. Diagnosed with costochondritis. No medications were given to take home. Admission was not considered or documented.
12. EG, is an 11-year-old with right hand pain. X-ray negative. There is an abrasion present. Dr. Mata treated with Keflex. Family was happy with the care.
13. DH, is a 37-year-old with left wrist pain. X-ray negative. Sent home with Motrin. Left message.

14. LS, is an 18-year-old status post MVA. X-rays of the C-spine, knee, L-spine all within normal limits. Sent home with Motrin 800 mg. Doing better already.

15. RJ, 47-year-old male with right hand pain. X-rays negative. Diagnosed with contusion. Sent home with Motrin.

16. MB, 10-year-old with itchy red eye, diagnosed with URI and conjunctivitis. Treated with Tobrex. Doing much better per mother.
17. FR, 56-year-old woman with neck pain and ear pain. Swab test negative. Chest x-ray negative. Treated with Cefzil and Tessalon. Doing better. Liked the doctor very much.

18. SP, 10-year-old with sore throat. Positive strep pharyngitis. Treated with azithromycin. Doing better. Back at school already.

19. WM, 67-year-old with body ache, history of chronic pain, requesting methadone and muscle relaxer because he is out of medication. Of course, he was refused by Dr. Mata. No workup, labs or x-rays were done, but he did receive an injection for Toradol 60 mg to control his pain. He did not answer the phone when I called Monday or Tuesday.
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
