The patient lives with family members who are her primary caregiver. They realized that the patient only has days to weeks to live. The patient requires around the clock pain medication. She is now sleeping between 16 to 18 hours a day. The patient has been treated with chemo and radiation in the past for her cancer and is no longer a candidate for any type of treatment, hence the reason she has been placed on hospice. The patient has once again less than six months to live. Hospice nurse will keep the patient comfortable at this time by controlling the patient’s nausea, vomiting, and pain. Prognosis is grave.
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
