FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

This is a 62-year-old woman with history of Lewy body dementia/parkinsonism. Lewy body dementia and parkinsonism usually go hand in hand. She has mild tremors consistent with parkinsonism, but more of a hallucination and anxiety and dementia symptoms that are associated with Lewy body dementia where the proteins are growing in the patient’s neurons in her brain. The patient is losing weight. She is weak. She is bowel and bladder dependent. She is sleeping only with the help of anxiolytic and sleeping medication. She is ADL dependent. She does have hallucination, increased anxiety and sundowner’s syndrome. Dona’s caretaker is Penny, her sister. She lives with her sister and other family members. She requires Depakote, Ativan, Restoril, risperidone and Sinemet to control her symptoms. The patient’s KPS score is 40% over the past month. She has shown definite signs of decline with increased hallucination, weakness, decreased appetite, weight loss, issues with aspiration, and choking spells. The patient wears oxygen because of history of COPD and status post recent hospitalization with sepsis. Overall, prognosis is poor for this woman with Lewy body dementia given the changes that were delineated above during the face-to-face evaluation.
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
