HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 1-year-old little boy mother brings him in due to having much erythema bilateral eyes and conjunctiva. He also has discharge at the inner canthus bilaterally.
He was sent home from daycare today.

No other issues verbalized. He plays well, good appetite. He takes all foods and fluids. No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. He has not been running any fevers now.

He plays well.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and sibling. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress. He interacts well with me through the exam today. He is not excessively distressed when I approach him, mother is holding him through the exam.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. He does have mild greenish discharge at the inner canthus bilaterally to each eye. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Within normal limits.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute bacterial conjunctivitis. The patient will be given tobramycin ophthalmic one drop to each eye every four hours for the next two or three days.
2. Good handwashing technique has been stressed to the mother as well. They can return to clinic or call if not improving.
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
