CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with cough, vomiting x3 for a couple of days, also with flu-like symptoms with some lethargy, also describes bitemporal throbbing type headache for two days and also abdominal pain with urge to defecate without diarrhea.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Describes occasional tension-like headache.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Without abnormality. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurologic: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient has strep and flu testing and COVID, which were negative.

IMPRESSION: Viral syndrome, with vomiting, with headache with possible vascular component.

PLAN: The patient was given prescription for Zofran. Advised to take Tylenol for headache, to go to the emergency room if headaches increase and to followup with pediatrician if they continue.
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
