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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. An 83-year-old white female that has CKD stage IIIA. The patient continues to have stable kidney function; the serum creatinine is 1.1, the BUN is 23. The patient seems to be with an increased BUN-to-creatinine ratio and she is advised to increase the fluid intake. The patient has prerenal azotemia.

2. The protein creatinine ratio is completely normal.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control. Blood pressure today is 108/57.
4. The patient has a history of nephrolithiasis. She has kidney stones in the right kidney.

5. Gastroesophageal reflux disease.
6. The patient has a history of parathyroidectomy. The serum calcium is 9.7. The patient is completely asymptomatic. We are going to reevaluate this case in six months with laboratory workup.
